Since hotels often have many more twin rooms than doubles, they might occasionally allocate a twin even though a double room is reserved. Ifa double bed is of paramount
importance for the booking, we suggest that you advise us of this using the remarks section and we will ensure that this is communicated directly to the hotel's reservation team
in many destinations and properties, all double rooms are made up of two single beds pushed together and made up as a double bed Twin rooms mity contain two single beds

Triple and quadruple rooms A triple room usually comprises one double bed plus a single bed, or three separate beds. Single beds may be foldable or rollaway beds. A
quadruple room has same layout as that of a triple room with an extra foldable or rollaway bed.
